Dear SMOS Athletic Families,

We would like to thank everyone who has volunteered in one way or another to help with our SMOS athletic programs. Without your support and participation our SMOS athletic programs wouldn’t be successful. We would also like to extend a thank you to all of the families who worked in the concession stand during the basketball season. Your support and help is truly appreciated.

The SMOS Athletic Association has very few opportunities to raise funds to help support the sporting programs that are provided at St Margaret’s. Funds are critical to the success of each sport to pay for registration fees, field usage, equipment and uniforms. Hopefully, you have noticed new uniforms for our athletes during soccer, volleyball, basketball, and track. Each year we continue to see a significant decrease in the amount of athletic parent volunteerism. Volunteers are critical to the sporting events and programs we provide each year. St Margaret’s is fortunate to have a gym with a concession stand. It takes a tremendous amount of work and dedication to organize and staff during the basketball and volleyball seasons. Over the last year, the Athletic Association and our coaches have struggled to get families to volunteer for a shift.  In addition, finding parents to volunteer to work parking garage dates, has also become quite difficult in recent attempts.
Therefore, beginning with the 2011-2012 school year, the Athletic Association will require a $100 deposit from each athletic family. This is a one-time fully refundable deposit. All families will be required to volunteer a minimum of 5-8 hours during the year. For example, working two shifts at the gym’s concession stand, 1 parking garage, etc. would meet this requirement.  Volunteer opportunities are located on our website: http://www.volunteerspot.com/login/entry/952345632427544080. Email confirmations will be sent initially and 72 hours before your designated volunteer date. If you are unable to keep this commitment, a 48 hour notice is required. Notices less than 48 hours and “no shows” will automatically result in your $100 deposit check being cashed immediately. If you choose not to volunteer, your check will be cashed at the end of the school year. All coaches are exempt from the volunteer requirement. Assistant Coaches must ensure that the head coach notifies the Lay Director for appropriate volunteer credit as well. 

The deposit will be due during uniform pick-up night. Upon fulfilling your volunteer commitment, your check will be destroyed.    In an effort to offset league fees, equipment costs, and cost of uniforms, the fees will be monitored yearly and continued to be adjusted as needed to meet all of our athletic needs.
